
Decorating  Guide

Table decorating is from 7:00-9:15 AM on the day of the bruncheon. Table 
judging is from 9:30-10:30 AM. While the tables are being judged, there is an 
hour of drinks, games and raffles before the arena re-opens at 10:30 AM for the 
event.

Parking will be available by the East breezeway for loading/unloading table 
decorations. Volunteers will be available to assist with loading and unloading. 
Please move your vehicle to designated event parking after unloading and 
before decorating.

Cleanup will take place immediately following the Bruncheon from 2:00-3:00 PM. 
Items left after cleanup will be disposed of/donated.

Tables will be judged from 9:30-10:30 AM by a panel of judges and prizes will 
be awarded to the top table in each category. All tables need to be completely 
decorated by 9:15 AM.
